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The Revolutionary Committees Movement (RCM) in Libya is a non-
government organisation, which strives to establish the free happy society.
It is the society where people rule themselves by themselves through direct
democracy. People practice authority when they make decisions in their
people’s conferences and act upon them by means of their people’s
committees.

Peoples conferences comprise all adult citizens in a particular geographical

location in a country regardless of any differences based on race, gender,
class or social status.

The World Conference against Racism, Racial Discrimination,
Xenophobia and Related Intolerance (WCAR) addresses a wide variety of
issues related to violations of Human Rights in different countries around
the world. Having studied the NGO Forum Declaration Working Draft for
Durban and after having participated in a number of political and cultural

activities during the past few days the RCM would like to highlight the
following points:

We strongly agree that the root cause of racism is the doctrine of
superiority based on racial differentiation manifesting itself in the
most gross human rights abuses over centuries resulting in slavery,
the slave trade, foreign occupation, apartheid, imperialism, religious

intolerance, displacement of Indigenous Peoples and a host of other
manifestation.

- We strongly call for positive actions at the national, regional and
international levels that can address the grievances of the victims of
racism, racial discriminations, xenophobia and related intolerance.
These actions, however, should go further than equal opportunity to
equal access, politically and economically. For we can not talk about
satisfaction of human rights unless citizens, regardless of
differences, exercise authority without mandate or representation

and consume the outcome of what they produce without explmtatmn
or servitude.
